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The Sterling cash fund aims to maintain capital value and liquidity while producing a return for investors in line with money market rates. The Stanlib Sterling fund,
managed by J.P. Morgan Asset Management, uses high quality short-term Debt Securities, deposits with credit institutions and Reverse Repurchase Agreements to
enhance returns. Investments will have a credit quality consistent with maintaining a Fitch Fund rating of AAA and a rating of AAA by Standard & Poor’s for the fund.
The fund’s weighted average maturity is 40 days.

The Bank of England’s Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) voted to keep its policy rate on hold at 5.25% at its March meeting, in line with unanimous expectations among
economists. The MPC also signalled a growing consensus to move towards rate cuts before long: even though there was still only one vote for an actual rate reduction,
the two hawkish members who had still voted for rate hikes at the last meeting switched to the majority position of preferring unchanged rates this time.

In its discussion of the economic backdrop and outlook, the MPC noted several helpful developments when it comes to pushing inflation back down to the 2% target.
In headline terms, GDP may only have experienced a very shallow and, in the MPC’s view, short-lived recession; but Bank staff estimated that the fall in market-sector
output over H2 2023, which the monetary stance will have a greater influence on, was in fact somewhat larger. Along with indications of a continued loosening in the
labour market, judging by a range of metrics, the MPC therefore saw evidence of its restrictive monetary policy stance taking effect, bearing down on activity and thereby
on inflationary pressure.
